
Cholera Kills 172 in Indonesia’s Papua

At least 172 villagers have died in a cholera outbreak that 
has triggered unrest in Indonesia’s remote eastern Papua 
province. Aid workers confirmed the victims had died from 
severe diarrhea and vomiting caused by cholera that spread 
via drinking water from a river and products in markets.

Critics are warning the withdraw could lead to a new 
war between the two countries.
